	Summary
	     The Point Lobos is a 110’, 94 GT Research Vessel, operated by the Monterey Bay Aquarium Research Institute (MBARI) and is home ported out of Moss Landing, California.  She serves primarily as a tender for the ROV Ventana but also performs the functions of standard research including sub-sea and surface mooring deployment, recovery and maintenance and Hydro casts with CTD rosettes.  As Master, I directly supervise a crew of five and indirectly supervise ROV pilots and as many as six to eight scientists.  The Ventana has completed over 2,875 successful dives and in fifteen years we have never had a day lost to injury.
The Zephyr is a 134 GT modified pilot boat equipped with a Brooke Ocean Tech. articulating “J” frame and a Hiab 31 knuckle-boom sea crane.  Her primary function is deployment and tending of MBARI AUVs but also works as a diver support vessel and general work boat. I was tasked with managing the conversion process.
