Applicants must have at sea experience (research vessel 

experience preferred) and appropriate USCG documentation. Vessel is DP equipped and 

supports oceanographic research including mooring operations, ROV ops, survey, and 

diving. Deck hand will operate deck machinery, stand a bridge watch, engine room 

checks, shipboard cleaning and maintenance. Crew must comply with the University of 

Connecticut’s mandatory vaccine requirement 

Cruises are 1-14 days in duration and vessel can be away from home port 30 days at a 

time. It is helpful for crew to live a reasonable driving commute from home port of 

Groton, CT.
